2. I n reply, I am desired to state, that the Lieutenant-Governor  approves of 

the plan submitted, and sanctions the establishment of ten "  Free Scholarships"  as the 

maximum to be granted every year  in each District , in which Anglo-Vernacular  Schools 

have been established.

I AM directed to acknowledge the receipt of yoiir letter No. 1839, 
dated the 26th ultimo, relative to the Examination of the Law Students of tlie 
Presidency College. 

2. In your letter No. 1219, of tlie 13th June last, you reported tliat in 
consequence of the discovery of some irregularities in connection with an 
Examination held by the Law Professors of the College, you cancelled that 
Examination and solicited the orders of Government for the re-examination of 
the Candidates for Law Certificates. You at tiie same time l)roug]xt to the 
notice of Government an order whicli was issued by Mr. Gordon Young for 
the grant of Diplomas to Students, independently of University Degree Ex-
amination. 

3. Before coming to a conclusion on the points referred to, the Lieute-
nant-Governor, in my letter of the 18th July following, desired to be informed 
of the exact nature of the promise made by Mr. Young to the Students, and 
requested to be furnished with Reports from the Professor and Assistant Pro-
fessor of Law and your own opinion on certain points regirding the position 
of the B. L. Standard in respect to the old College Diploma Examination, 
and the sufficiency of the present Law course to raise the Students up to 
the requirements of the University. 

4. The Reports called for, which were received with your letter under 
acknowledgment, having been laid before the Lieutenant-Governor, I am now 
desired to communicate to you in reply the following observations and orders. 

5. As recommended, tlie Lieutenant-Governor authorizes the grant this 
year of College Certificates to those Law Students, who in the last University 
Degree Examination obtained half of the whole number of marks. 

6. You will be so good as to inform the Professor and Assistant Pro-
fessor of Law that tlie Lieutenant-Governor has read their Reports with much 
interest; and that he has no doubt that the Government Law School will o-ra. 
dually and at no distant time attain, under their able teaching, that high posi-
tion which His Honor agrees with Mr. Montriou in tliinking, is an object 
which it is the duty of Government to accomplish. All things considered, the 
Lieutenant-Governor is of opinion that the result of the last IJniversitv 
B: L. Examination, though unfortunate, is no proof of the Students havino-
universally failed to make fair progress in a legal education. He thinks rather 
that it shows that the University Test was taken too high for the time beino 
and he is very glad to fiad that the Senate has taken the same view of the 
matter.

7. I am desired to observe that the papers now submitted have satisfied 
the Lieutenant-Governor that, on general considerations, there is no necessity 
for either extending the present Law course, or departing from the principle 
originally laid down, whicli, it may be inferred, was approved by the late

does not appear. But as his subsequent orders of the 17th January 1859 are 
inconsistent with the principle laid down before ; as they tend in effect to over-
throw the University system altogether ; and as there is no trace of their ever 
having been approved by, or even reported to Government, the Lieutenant-
Governor desires that they may be cancelled forthwith.

S I R , 

I AM directed to acknowledge the receipt of your letter No. 2217, 
dated the 21st ultimo, and in reply to state that you correctly understand tlie 
meaning of the orders alluded to in paragraph G of your letter There is no 
objection to a Certificate of regular attendance at a course of lectures ; but 
wh9,t must be discontinued are College Examinations of students leaving 
College, and Certificates of having passed su.ch Examinations. 

2. If after correspondence with the Senate it had been found that the 
University Examination in Law could by no means be so regulated, as to fit the 
course of legal study which it is possible to give at the Presidency College, then 
there would have been sufficient reason for setting up a system of internal 
College Examination in this one Department. Por the Examination of a 
student by his own teacher is better than no practicable Examination at all. 
But nothing of that sort could be inferred from the result of tlie University 
Examinations of a single year, and in reason there is no more ground for a 
College Examination intended practically to make it unnecessary to go up for 
an University Examination, in Law than in Arts. 

3. The Lieutenant-Governor trusts that the plan of an intermediate 
Examination and Degree as Licentiate, which he is glad to learn is now under 
the consideration of the Senate, will remove all difficulties and will enable the 
Education Department to meet the reasonable claims of its Law students, 
without acting in a sense contrary to the University system. 

4. The explanation given by you in paragraph 4 of your letter is con-
sidered by the Lieutenant-Governor to be perfectly satisfactory.
