The
present flourishing state of the Baraset School. being attended by
upwards of 200 bovs, tells of the high opinion which the people of
this place entertain of Babu Peary Churn Sircar.

His behaviour towards his pupil, always friendly, attending
them while sick, procuring medicines for them sometimes at
his own expense, paying the schooling fees of some, whose only
claim on him is their poverty, occasionally relieving the pecuniary,
wants of the indigent and the needy among them,and when his
own means fails recommending to his friends for their support—
these are the traits in his character which have endeared him to
his pupils, and his departure from the place would be felt as a
great loss by them. i )

I have known him long and am on terms of closest intimacy
with him, and I hope he will not take offence on my publicly
declaring that T have seldom known a bettt.;r head and never a
better heart.

His exertions in the cause of native female education and for
instructing the agricultural and labouring classes of our population
in the rudiments of knowledge have been, unceasing, and though
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great' success, as is to be expected, has not attended them, yet
praise is due for the gttempt.”’

“In conclusion, the Committee apprehending from Dr. Mouat’s
remarks m his Inspection Report, that the Head Master is very
likely to be transferred to a more lucrative post, beg most strongly
to represent that the Experimental Class, the Agricunural School,
the Boarding Institution &c. will most likely suffer from the want
of ‘his superintendence, It is extremely desirable thercfore that
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he should av least for some years continue in his post. The
Committee however cannot in justice to him throw any obstacle
to his being better remunerated as he descrves, and though they
are aware of the reluctance they deem it their duty to recommend
it on this occasion as a special case. That the experiments may be
successfully carried out by him and in the meantime he may
receive what he is entitled to by his services, the Commitee beg
strongly to recommend an increuse of Rs- 100, to his present pay,
asum no way exorbitant, considering the several duties he has
to perform.”

We have learnt well enough to talk of these feclings on
fitting occasions, but we scarcely own them entwined with our
bearts. Various creeds and tencts of religion are now-a-days
chunciated in pompous language, argued with philosophical’
acumen, maintained on specious principles, and broached with;
the dogmatism of insniration. Some of them have, indeed, many

features of ﬂvcellence and"if practized witlt half the eat nestness
with which they are professed, would no doubt rectify the morals,
and ennoble the feelings of their advocates ; but unfortunately,
their zeal for religion evaporates in the airing of its doctrines,
and many of the warm advocates are contented to think they hive
done enough in the way of religiousness by their bold bearing-
as religionists. * # "

On the advantages and disadvantages of o life spent mainly in
speculation oy in action.

- The man who spends his life mainly in speculation, acquires a
good stock of useful, knowledwe, observes the cennection between
the causes and effects, perceives the hinges on which they turn, and
knows the means which are to be made use of to arrive at certain
ends, He is acquainted with the movements in natur: and the
-principle by which everything is conducted, and enriches his mind
with useful knowledge But his knowledge is more like riches in the
coffers of a miser, than in the hands of a charitable man, who spends:
them for the good of his fellow creatures. He can trace the causes
of events, but he knows not how to. ward them off, to take pre-
cgutions against them, or to turn them to his use. He knows the
means by which we can arrive at certain ends, but he cannot adapt,
qulfy or suit them to his purpose practically. He is a philosopher
ig theorv, but a novice in practice. He is ignorant of the shifts,.
and evasions, and the arts and cunning of the world. He is fitted.-
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to dittate counsels but not to execute them., He can very well
preside over great actins, and direct but cannot take a part in
their execution, He moves in a higher sphere than the common
herd. He may form mighty schemes, incomprehensible to the
generality of mankind ; but he is ignorant of the petty contrivances
and swall incidents that often conduce to the success of an ent
prise. His mind may be filled with projects of the greatest utility,
and he may be very well acquainted with the means of putting
them into execution : but there are several trifling circumstances
{which he is ignorant of) intervening between the project and its
accomplishment, that, notwithstanding the most certain calculations
which he can make of the success of the undertaking, he may very
wiserably fail. There are certain shifts and artifices, which the
speculative man rejects with disdain, a kind of promptaess and
alacrity which he cannot attain, and a degree of boldness, which
he is ready to call rashness, that often contribute to the success of
enterprises of great pith and importance.

Besides these advaatages, attendant on a life mainly spent in
speculation, his store of knowledge may rust, like iron long kept
without beinyg used. or rot and get damp like bales of goods long
unopened to the sun.

_ His profound knowledge, his extensive observation, his vast
store of useful informations, and his sound and penetrating judg-
ment, may give him the appellation of a wise, but not of an able
man, who is of more use in the daily afairs of the world. By this,
I do not at all mean to depreciate the merits of those truly great
and illustrious philosophers, who have adorned the annals of
nations, immortalized their names, and conferred innumerable
benefits on mankind by their discoveries ; who have with inde-
fatigabl> labor and noble cfforts in the field of science, unfolded
the mysteries of nature, and opened to the view of man ap)pler
worlds—whose speculations have entitled man, ‘“‘the f!‘ml child of
dust,” to the lordship of the creation, and enabled him to ransack
the bowels of the earth, to search the contents of the ocean, and
to regulate the movements of the farthest planets of the universc.
Who can behold the majesty of man, the seas st}udded with his
ships, the barren deserts converted to smiling gardens, and p.alnces
erected where wild beasts raged, without expressing the h\ghegt.
sense of gratitude to those persons, to wnose exertions he 1S
indebted for his aggrandizement ? . .

" But no less do men of actions claim our attention. The philo-
sopher draws out the plan, but the practical man performs it.
He is a lower element, but not less important. N

The man who spends his life mainly in uctiouns, very often falls
into unforeseen dangers, and falls of success in his undertakings
through waat of foresight ; but experience makes him sage. He
acquires a degree of expertness, promptitude and skilfulness, which
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is of the greatest advantage to him in the execution of good and
‘mighty projects. How many times do we see the philosopher
‘miscarry in his projects for want of practical knowledge, while the
practical man clears himself from difficulties, by expedients which
experience alone can teach.

The philosopher is the greater man, but the man of action a
‘better citizen of the world. The good we derive from the specu-
lations of the former, are more valuable but rarer; while those
‘derived from the latter are of less importance, but they come upon
us so thickly that they more than compensate for the greater
‘benefits derived from the other. The man who spends his life
in actions is more fitted for the world. He has more opportunities
‘of benefiting mankind, but he is liable to many errors ; is often
guilty of great crimes; whereas the speculative man, who has
fewer opportunities of doing good to man, is at the same time
more innocent.

The speculative man is generally more pions and religious,
for his frequent meditations on nature, and her works impress
upon his mind the power and providence of the Almighty Creator;
whereas the other, too busily engaged in worldly affairs, thinks
little of rehgion and God.

The person who devotes his time to speculations, enjoys more
peaceful conscience and tranquillity of mind, for he does not often
meet with violent shocks so as “to shake his disposition.”

Whereas the man of action is surrounded with cares and
anxieties, and sometimes with dangers of a very frightful nature,
Different actions and occurrences affect him differently, and 'lis
mind is thus perturbed by violent agitations.

The speculative man is more admired, but the man of actions
is more loved ; and as the first is more likely to be overlooked,
so is the other more liable to be hated ; for as in the one, his
superior merit is not often comprehended by the generality of
mankind, 50 in the other the love of one party often makes him
‘the subject of the hatred of another. o

The first is more honered after death, for some time must elapse
before the merit of his speculations is understood, and the other
more caressed while living for the benefits of his actions are then
.enjoyed. But the memory of the former is generally long pre-
served, while that of the  fatter is transient. 1 am speaking of
this gemerally. There have been many eminent persons whose
‘actions have preserved their names from the hamds of all-
-destroying time.

Peary Churn Sircar,
Hindu College, 1st Class, 1841-42.
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The effect upon India of the new communication with Eusope by
means of Sieam.

The application of Steam in carrying on the communication
~with Europe, has been the source of innumerable advantages to
India. By means of this powerful agent, Euarope, ere long regarded
as a remote quarter of the globe, has lost that character. The
appalling distance between these two portions of the world has
been diminished, though not in a scientific sense. The connection
between them has been strengthened by the communication heing
rendered more easy, and voyages to Europe have lost that for-
bidding aspect, which had so long dissuaded the unenterprising sons
of India from leaving her shores, .

The introduction of this great improvement in guiding the
ships, has facilitated Indian commerce 10 a great degree. Vovages
at present are performed within less than fourth part of the time
occupied a few years ago, Vessels are no longer subject to wind
and sail, and the lengths of voyages are made subjects of mathe-
matical calculation. Merchants are enabled to transport goods much
oftener in the course of a year, and receiving their returns much

#sooner, have found means to carry on trade on very extensive
scales. Capitals are speedily set free, so as to be invested in fresh
merchandise, and the prices of articles are lowered by the rapid
import of large quantities of them, The application of machinery
to manual labour, as existing in Europe, is daily coming into use
here also, Thus the commerce of India, one of the principal
sources of her civilization and aggrandizement, i8 indebted to the
agency of steam for much of its present flourishing state,

As the enlightenment of India is, owing in a great measure, to
her intercourse with Europe, the object that has been instrumental
in bringing her close to the focus of illumination, must be regarded
as having been highly beneficial to her. The arts an'd science of
Europe, the many valuable inventions and discoveries that have
been made in that continent, the useful instruments and utensils
that are there used, and the innumel:uble improvements that the
people in that quarter have made, both in practical and intellectual
knowledge, have all been rendered eusily accessible to her ignorant.
children. .

Another source of the advantages derived from Steam Com-
‘munication, is the quickness with which intglligence is conveyed
‘from one place to another. The Overland Mail has been of great
utility to every class of men, any way connected with Europe ;
but particularly to Government ; for owing to this rapid vehicle of
intelligence its measures arc no longer clogged with unnecessary

-delays, and business is conducted with a degree of expedition,
the want of which is sometimes productive of very evil conse~
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quences. By means of the Overland Mail, a speedy communication
is kept up with the Court of Directors and thus the Government
here is soon relieved from suspense, and the consequent inaction
in executing measures of importance. In the case of a war
breaking out the intelligence may be rapidly communicated to
any place, and the preparations commenced with the greatest
expedition.

Besides these, the Government is, in scveral other wavs,
benefited by steam communication. By means of the Overland
Mail, the state of the whole Europe is brought under the cognizance
of the inhabitants of India within a very short time; and thus
these two parts of the world, distant as they are, are made to
communicate with each other in civil, political and literarv matters,
with the greatest ease. So we see that bv means of a certain
quantity of steam the distance of several thousands of miles is
made to be regacded as comparatively nothing. Such is the
triumph of science.

The advantages, derived from the use of steam in navigation,
are too numerous to admit of being described within the short
vompass of an essay of this nature, in the limited time thatis
allowed to write it. Suffice it to say, that by means of steam
communication, India is daily rising higher and higher in thes
scale of civilization, and that the treasures of Europe, in the
most extensive sense of the word, are poured upon her lap in
profusion, taking into consideration not the riches of the soil only,
which are very poor indeed, when compared with the inestimable
boon of intellectual improvement, which it has been the lot of
her sons to receive at the hands of enlightened strangers.

Sir, I deeply regret to find from your letter No. 2700, dated
the znd instant, received on the 13th, that my article in the
Education Gazcm, on the subject of the late accident on the Eastern
Bengal Railway has met with the disapprobation of His Honour
#he Lieutenant Governor.

2. Though no explanation has been called for, I deem it
necessary in justice to myself to submit the following for the
information of His Honour.

3. When [ indited the article in question, I did so under
the conviction that the accounts which had appeared in the
Idindu Patriot, the Nationzl Faper, the Indian Mirror, the Some-
prokash, the Prabhakar, and the Chandrike, and upon which the
article was based were in the main correct; and the enquiries
which T had personally made from different reliable sources had
tended to produce that conviction.

4. I never for a moment thought, that I was misleading or
alarming the native public, for much more than what appeared
in the Education Gazelle, had already been circulating about the
country from mouth to mouth, and through the medium of news-
papers conducted by Native gentlemen enjoying the confidence
of the people,

5. On reference to the conditions on which the Education
Gazette is supported by Government, I find nothing, I beg to
submit, which to my understanding, prevents meé from giving
expression to my impressions and convictions on passing events.
And the oune alluded to in your letter, as being the chief of those
conditions, has not, I may be permitted to add, been infringed in-
the article under notice, in as much as it was not admitted
without enquiries.

6. When the article was penned, it was known to many, that
a commission to enquire into the real facts in connection with the
accident was about to be appointed. I was thus naturally led to
believe, that the Government did not consider the ofﬁcnal report
to'be quite complete, or perfectly satisfactory, .
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7. It was never my intention to admit, nor have I ever
admitted, into the FEducation Gazette any article which would be.
inconsistent with the objects of Government in supporting the
paper. I regret, however, to find that my proceeding in the present
instance has been deemed censurable on that score. I feel that in
conducting a public journal, it will be difficult for me always to
avoid giving, however unintentionally, some cause of disapprobation
or other of a similar character, 1 therefore respectfully beg that
His Honour the Lieutenant Governor will be pleased to relieve me
from the management of the Education Gazette.

1 have been thinking over the Education Gazette business, and
wish to propose to vou acourse which could enable Government
to request you to withdraw your resignation. If I'had seen yo
before your reply to Government went in, I should have advise
vou either not to tender your resignation at all, or if you were
bent on tendering it, to have put the offer in a way which could
not justly be considered offensive or disrespectful. Supposing you

" in fact, the founder of the Bengal Temperance Society, Female
education always found in him a steady and zealous friend, and he
worked assiduously, though unostentatiously, with Pandit Iswara
Chandra Vidyasagara and the late Babu Ram Gopal Ghosh for the
elevation of the minds of Hindu females.

It
was resolved immediately to enter into a subscription for the
purpose, aad the Librarian was requested to act as Secretary and
Treasurer of the Fund, We understand that the College, the Hindu
School and the Hare School, of which latter he was formerly a
master, have closed in token of respect to the deceased who was
fiftytwo years of age.

“A special general meeting of the above Society was held in the
Medical College Theatre on Saturday, the 27th November 1875, at
%30 p. m,, for the purpose of recording the death of the late

abu Peary Churn Sircar, Founder and Secretary of the Society,
perpetuating his memory by a fitting memorial, electing office:
bearers of the Society, and raising a fund for the furtherance of the
temperance cause in 2 more practical way. The meeting was wel
represented, and the hall was densely crowded with the stucents,
friends, and the admirers of the lamented deceased.

Raja Kamal Krishna Bahadur having intimated his inability,
from ill health, to attend the meeting, Babu Keshab Chandra Sen
was voted to the chair. At the desire of the president, Babu
Bhuban Mohan Sarkar read and announced the receipt of communi-
cations from Raja Kamal Krishna Bahadur, Pundit Ishwar Chandra
Vidyasagara, Babus Anand Mohan Bose, M. A., Rajendra Dutt,
4nd others, regremng their inability, from ill health and other
unavo:dahle circumstances, to attend the meeting, but expressing
their warm sympathy with its object.

* The president then expressed in a few feeling terms the object

. inorder to commemorate the valuable and unremitting services
rendered to this country by the late Babu Peary Churn Sircar, as
an educationist, moralist, and a social reformer, a committee be
formed to found a fitting memorial in honour of the deceased, and
that subscriptions be raised amongst his friends and admirers to
carry the purpose into immediate execution,

In moving the Resolution, the Babu said that it was needless
far him to impress on the minds of his countrymen the immense
debt which they owed to the lamented deceased, and the only way
in which they could do justice to his memory was to devise the
best means of handing down to future generations some memorial
of that worth which has passed away from them,

" The Resolution being seconded by Babu Prem Chand Boral
was carried with acclamation.

Mr. Woodrow then addressed the meeting in a few words,
expressing his deep regret at the loss which he had personally
sutfered in the death of the late Babu Peary Churn Sircar. He
had known the Babu for a long time, and held him in high esti-
mation for his many rare qualiies. In Peary Churn he had not only
lost a sincere friend, but a judicious counceller. Whenever he
met with any diffi-ulty in educational matters, he always sought
his advice, and was sure to get it solved to his satisfaction. He
regretted that his loss to the Education Department, as well as td
this country was quite irreparable. He then warmly sympathised
with the object of the Temperance Societv and wished that he
could as a Director of Public Instruction at once sign the temper-
ance pledge, as an example to the students before him.

The president then addressed the meeting to the following effect,
That Babu Peary Churn Sircar had been the heart and soul of the
Temperance Society and in his death the cause of temperance has
met with a shock the effects of which cannot easily be repaired.”
